29th December 2008
Well what can I say? By popular demand the eBooks are back! It seems that you want me to continue making them available until I find a publisher so the website shop is open again. You will be aware of the reasons that I closed it in my update of 8th December, so all I can say to a publisher who thinks the eBooks are a negative is wake up and smell the coffee! My books are popular and in demand what more do you need to know? The latest guestbook entry is from a lady from Jamaica. Isn't there a publisher out there who can see that the books are commercially viable?
8th December 2008
I’m sorry to have to announce that I cannot continue to publish the eBooks. There are many reasons for this. The main reason is that the series is now half way complete and I’m in danger of revealing too much of the story and shooting myself in the foot as far as finding a publisher is concerned. Some literary agents and publishers have criticised the website and the eBooks and see them as a negative rather than a positive. Some have openly said that because it has already been available they would not print it. I of course disagree. The eBooks have tested the story and enabled me to present genuine feedback to publishers from readers around the world and they have been a great success in that respect. The eBooks and reader reviews support the argument for publication rather than detract from it. I’d have to say that some people in the literary world are very short sighted. So the website will still be online and provide news and updates about The Stories of Rhys and efforts to get them published, but the eBooks will no longer be available. I currently have a submission in at a London publishers and I’m waiting to hear from them. They specialise in children’s books and have been interested by the success of the eBooks in schools, so please keep your fingers crossed for me. 
TSOR4 is finished and will be starting work on the next book in the new year. So the first four books are now complete and this marks a milestone in the series and a great achievement for me personally. The reviews I’ve had of the latest book are the best yet and the series can only go from strength to strength. So the goal is to continue writing and secure a publishing deal.

4th December 2008
TSOR4 is finally completed. It's been very hard work but it's the most exciting book so far as the story is moving towards a dramatic revelation and Rhys is closer than ever to the destiny that awaits him. He is looking at Gelert in a new light and their relationship is strained to the limit, but why? I'm already thinking ahead to the remaining four books and I'm very excited and eager to start them. The Stories of Rhys has exceeded my wildest expectations and is taking on a life of its own and leading me now. TSOR7 will be awesome and a totally new dimension to the story as Rhys faces the truth after the heartbreak of TSOR6.
The Stories of Rhys is turning into an epic of gigantic proportions. I'm working hard to find the right publisher that can do it justice and allow it to be the phenomenon that it is. Thank you to everyone who is supporting me and who believes in them.

She has read book one and is about to start book two. It's very rewarding to know that TSOR is getting exactly the reaction I hoped it would. Everyone should be enjoying them. I'm just about to start another round of submissions to literary agents with the latest book. There are several new agents this year and maybe one will have the foresight to actually read what I've sent and give it a fair chance. Getting published is all about finding someone who will take your work seriously and not just flick through the manuscript and send a rejection letter. I know that all of you as my readers support me and think the books deserve to be published so I keep trying.
